The Accelerated Undergraduate-to-Graduate Track degree program. Students in this track will 
complete up to 12 hours of graduate course work at the 7000 level in Criminal Justice that will 
count toward the completion of the undergraduate degree in Criminal Justice. These 12 hours 
may then be applied toward the completion of the degree requirements for the Master of 
Science in Criminal Justice Administration degree upon admission to the graduate program at 
Valdosta State University.

Criminal Justice Electives 
Any CRJU course numbered 4000 or above (except 4100, 4200, 4400, and 4800) may be used as an 
elective. CRJU 4700, CRJU 4900 and CRJU 4910 may each be taken for a maximum of 6 hours of credit. 
Students may take any two graduate CRJU elective courses for 6 hours of credit. 
 
Open Electives 
CRJU 4910 Criminal Justice Internship may be taken as an open elective for 3 to 6 hours of credit. At 
least 6 hours of coursework numbered 3000 or above must be taken in a single discipline outside the 
major. 
 
Total hours required for the degree 
 
Additional Departmental Requirement 
The grade earned in all Area F courses and each CRJU course taken for the major must be a “C” or 
better.
